Before you leave:  
1. You should have received your registration sheet in an email from me.  If you did not please 
contact me.  
2. Print out the reservation sheet and bring it with you.   Arrival procedures have changed.  Express 
Check-in is no longer an option.   Everyone should stop at the ranger station. 
3.  Check-in starts at 4:00 pm.  
4.  Stop at the ranger station and give them your registration sheet.  You should also register any 
additional cars at this point.  Follow their instructions and continue on to your site.  
5. Drive on to your campsite & start enjoying your vacation!  
 
Driving Directions to Fort Stevens State Park  
1. Take the US-26 west, towards the coast.  
2. Take the US-26/US-101 N ramp to Seaside/Astoria – go 0.3 mi (less than 1 minute driving)  
3. Merge onto Oregon Coast Hwy/US-101/US-26 - go 13.6 mi (approx 19 minutes driving)  
4. Get into the left-turn lane and turn onto Fort Stevens Hwy 104/US-101-ALT. - go 1.4 mi (approx 3 
minutes driving)  
Note: This turn off is easy to miss. A good landmark is the Camp Rilea Military Installation. When 
you pass it (on the left side of the road), get into the left lane. Then watch for a sign directing you to 
turn left, to Fort Stevens. This left turn comes up fast, so slow down or you’ll miss it! The turn is 
really more like a “Y”, so when you first turn left onto US-101 Alt, you will initially be going roughly 
parallel to HW 101.  



5. Turn left at Delaura Beach Ln - go 0.8 mi (approx 1 minute driving)  
6. Continue on SW Ridge Rd - go 2.5 mi (approx 3 minutes driving)  
7. Turn left onto Peter Iredale Rd - You have arrived! The park entrance is just up ahead of you. Stay 

in the right lane, and drive to the “Express Check-In” drop box, which is on the right side of the 

parking lot just past the Ranger Station. (You do not need to stop at the Ranger Station).
